Constitution 

Article I.  Name

The name of corporation shall be “OKC Pride, Inc.”  For promotional and publicity purposes the organization may also use “OKC Pride” or “Oklahoma City Pride” (referred to hereafter in this document as “the Corporation”).

Article II.  Purpose

A.  Purpose – The purpose of the Corporation is to promote and celebrate pride, diversity, and community, primarily related to sexual orientation and gender identity and expression, in central Oklahoma.

B.  Mission Statement – The mission of the Corporation is “Providing leadership to meet the needs of the LGBT community through awareness, health, and educational services.”
Article III.  Membership

A.  Membership shall be open to all persons supporting the purpose of the Corporation and who meet membership requirements.

B.  Members shall have the right to vote at General Membership Meetings.
Article IV.  Board of Directors

A.  Governance – Governance of the Corporation shall be vested in a Board of Directors, which has the right of control in all its affairs, subject to this Constitution and Bylaws, to the Board of Directors’ Standing Rules, and to the laws of the State of Oklahoma relating to organizations not for profit.
B.  Property – Any and all property, real, personal, or mixed, owned by the Corporation may be sold and conveyed by the Corporation at the direction of the Board of Directors.

C.  Non-liability – There shall be no personal liability of any member of the Board of Directors for monetary damages for conduct as a Director, provided that such provision shall not eliminate or limit the liability of a Board member for 

1) Acts or omissions that involve intentional misconduct or knowing violation of law,

2) Or for any transaction from which the Board member will personally receive a benefit in money, property, or services to which the Board member is not legally entitled.

Article V.  Amendments

Amendments to the Constitution shall be made at any duly called General Membership Meeting by the affirmative vote of at least two-thirds (2/3) of the votes cast by members eligible to vote and present, provided that fourteen (14) days notice has been given.
